
          

SPLIT OF AWARD REGULATION:

Regular awards aren’t cumulative, but distinctions are cumulative (cups and medals).

If a player is absent at final ceremony and he/she doesn’t agree with the organizer another 
method of taking the award it will be forfeited in favor of the organizer.

Winners of Opens A, B, C will be rewarded a cup for places 1-3 and  the best women in Open 
A, B, C will be rewarded a cup, too.

In Open D there will be no general classification, but only age groups, in which besides the 
prizes there will be a cup for the 1st place and medals for the 2nd and 3rd places. 

Guaranteed prizes in PLN (gross)

the best woman 500 200 100

Number of prizes and their values for the remaining places will be announced after the 3rd 
round. In Open D there will be material awards. 

OPEN A

1. In the tournament there will be following number of awards:

 General Classification – 3 places,

 Places IV-VI, if the frequency will be over 20,

 The best woman – 1st place

2. If players have the same score financial prizes will be split by Hort method.

3. If the value of awards in categories is the same the player will receive the award 
according to order given in point 1.

4. If a player wins in more than one category he/she will take  all distinctions, but 
awards will be passed on to the next entitled player.

OPEN B and C

1. In the tournament there will be following number of awards:

 General Classification  - 6 places,

 The best woman – 1st place.

2. If  a player wins the award in general classification he/she won’t get the award in 
the category the best woman (with the exception of case when the award in the 
other  category is higher). 

3. If the value of awards in categories is the same the player will take the award 
according to order in point 1.

4. If a player wins in more than one category he/she will get all distinctions, but 
awards will be passed on to the next entitled player.

OPEN D

1.  In the tournament there will be following number of awards:

 to 16 years old – 3 places,

 to 14 years old – 3 places,

 to 12 years old – 3 places,

 to 10 years old – 3 places,

 to 8 years old – 3 places,

 girls to 16 years old – 3 places,

 girls to 12 years old – 3 places,

2. Players will get only awards in categories in which they had been registered. 
During the tournament they can’t change the age category.

3. If the numbers of players in the given age category exceeds 15 additional awards 
for places 4-6 will be established.

The organizer reserves the right to interpret the regulation.
